Born in La Rochelle (France),
Etienne Truteau (1641-1712)
arrived in New France in 1659, hired
for three years as a carpenter for the
Sulpicians of Montreal. In 1667,
he married Adrienne Barbier, born
in Ville-Marie (i.e. Montreal),
and daughter of Gilbert, called Le
Minime, and Catherine de La Vaux.

From this union were born 14
children, only one of which was a
daughter. All families with the
names Truteau, Trudeau, etc.,
come from this single root whose
descendents have spread through-
out North America.

Etienne Truteau was one of the
builders of Montreal, Longueuil
and Saint-Lambert. Historical sour-
ces show that he actively contri-
buted, through his courage and his
trade, in shaping this new society.

The fascinating story of Etienne
Truteau continues through that of
his descendants, many of whom
have become renowned in several
fields throughout the Americas.

On September 26
the celebrations culminated with
the unveiling of a plaque on a site
in Old Montreal where Etienne
first established as a carpenter and
raised family with his wife
Adrienne Barbier. Many cultural
and historical meetings were held

in 2010 and 2011.
